 The terms and conditions for appointment of halt contractor are as under:-

1. The applicant should be a permanent resident of Baruanagar. Certificate of proof of permanent residence issued by the appropriate level/Head of panchayat-revenue authority should be enclosed along with the applications.

2.  Educational qualification of the applicant for the halt station should be of minimum 10th standard with working knowledge of simple English so as to read the name of the stations and value of tickets.

3. The antecedents of the applicants will be verified before their appointment as halt contractor. They have to enclose the attested copies of at least two testimonials (of good conduct and character) along with the applications i.e. one from the head of the school where last studied and another from a Gazetted Officer of the Central/State Govt.          

4. The applicant should produce medical certificates from the recognized Doctors regarding his fitness for active working and being free from any communicable diseases.                  

5. Period of contract will be only for 05 (five) years and if the performance of contractor is to be found satisfactory then it may be extended for another five years in two spells i.e. two and half years at a time subject to halt contractor and Railway dues being paid in time.  Contract can be terminated earlier by the Railway Administration in case of unsatisfactory performance or otherwise.

6. The selected contractor shall have to deposit a sum of Rs 2,000/- (Rupees two thousand) only as Security Money before appointment as a Halt Contractor for working the halt and while renewing or awarding fresh contract at the existing halt station on the basis of total sale of previous year by adopting a graded system.                     

7. The halt station is to be opened at least one hour before departure of trains to enable the passengers for purchasing their journey tickets. The commission and incentives payable to halt contractor should be based on the number of ticket sold rather than the earnings and will be as under:-

Commission will be calculated for each day separately. If the number of ticket sold per day is 150, commissions would be @ Rs 1.25 for 100 tickets + @ Re 1.00 for 50 tickets.                                                            

The commission will be paid to the halt contractor at the end of each month on the basis of commission earned for each day during the month.

8. The stock of printed card tickets for issue from the halt station will be kept by the serving station i.e. Borhat for the above halts. The Contractor has to execute an agreement with the Railway Administration within a period of 15 (fifteen) days after awarding the contract.

    The application should be made in plain paper as per format given below:-

The application should be addressed to the Divisional Railway Manager (Commercial)/ N.F.Railway/Tinsukia (Assam) and should reach this office within 31.12.2011.The Xerox copies of the concerned/relevant certificates duly attested by Gazetted Officer and recent passport size photograph should be submitted along with the application; otherwise, application will not be entertained. The original certificate will have to be produced before the Selection Committee for verification. Recommendation from any source will be disqualified on the part of applicant and such application is liable to be rejected.  No correspondence will be made with the unsuccessful applicants.
