1. This novel system of advertisement on the premises of Rangiya Division on annual rental basis covering all station is to promote sales of the brand/service/corporate names/messages through their advertisements.

2. Licence fee - Annual licence for the 1st. year will be fixed on the height bid of the Railway’s reserve price. Licence fee for Second. Third, Fourth and Fifth year will be increased by 10 % 15 % 20 % and 25 % respectively on and over of the previous year’s licence fee. Licence fee will be deposited by the licensee on half yearly basis. 1st.part of 1st year licence fee will be deposited by the licensee before execution of licence agreement along with the security money @ 10 % of annual licence fee. Subsequent half yearly licence fee will be deposited one calendar month in advance.  

3. In the event of failure on the part of the licensee in payment of display charges or any charges due to the Railway Administration, the Railway Administration will have the right to terminate the contract and to discontinue the display forthwith and confiscate the advertisement and other materials of the licensee without prejudice to any other right available.

4. Period of contract will be 05 (five) years from the date of commencement of contract. The date of commencement of contract will be the date of signing of Agreement or within 30 days from the date of receipt of letter of Acceptance which ever is earlier. 

5. Licence under commercial advertisement right of the  Barpeta Road and Bongaigaon  station are in exist up to 31-03-2012. (Details of media, size and Nos. of advertisement are shown in the instruction to the tenderer) After expiry of the licensed period i.e. from 01-04-2012 tenderer will take over the charges of the said section/station under this contract.

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6. .The display plan for the proposed site should have the clearance from Sr. Divisional Commercial Manager/ Divisional Commercial Manager, N.F. Railway/ Rangiya Division every time an advertisement is actually displayed. The details of all the sites (location, size etc.) which are offered for bulk advertisement rights are specified in the tender document. The selected advertiser may, however, be permitted to display advertisement at sites other than the specified ones. For these additional sites the charges may be calculated on unit area basis at the price decided on the basis the tender (bid offer divided by total area mentioned in the tender) However, railway reserves the right to disallow publicity which, in the opinion of Railway, have a bearing on safety, aesthetics security, synchronicity with existing/blocked sites and anything which violates the laid down Railway procedures/norms.  

7.  The additional sites which are developed due to new development works like new stations, buildings, PRS centers etc. may be offered to the existing party having bulk advertisement right of the entire Division. A time limit of 30 days from the date of offering these additional space for advertisement may be fixed for the party to decide in this mater. Thereafter, fresh tender may be floated for these additional sites/locations.  

8. Liquor, cigarettes, tobacco, gutkha and any other advertisement, which are considered objectionable in the eyes of the law or otherwise, shall not be displayed. Advertisements prohibited under various Acts and Laws of the Govt. shall not be displayed. There shall not be any sort of obscenity in the design and matter of the advertisement materials. The licensee shall be fully liable for any contravention in this regard and shall also be liable under the law of the land.

9. Railway reserves the right for displaying information regarding passengers Railway services, signages, safety precautions, social messages etc. at the site and space which feels justified. 

10. No request will be entertained on the subject of alteration/modification in the size of the   area earmarked for the purpose of advertisement during the currency period.
11. The Railway Administration reserves the right to utilise the space earmarked for advertisement in part or in full, as per its need anytime during the contractual period. However, the licensee will be given 30 days notice in advance to vacate the space, in part or in full, as the case may be.

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12. Railway administration reserves the right to modify/ alter the location, area/size, if necessary.   
13. The successful tenderer would have Advertisement Rights confined only to the area earmarked and leased out to him for publicity under the contract. He will have no locus standi to display brand name / logo of sponsoring companies for renovation of stalls and /or publicity for sponsoring on other passenger amenities at the stations. 

14. Railways reserve the right to replace / reduce the advertising space or number and the reduction in these space / number would be final and binding and no claims will be entertained. The licensee shall not be entitled for any damage or compensation by reason of such reduction/ replacement other than proportionate reduction of display charges for the period of non-display at the discretion of Railway Administration, if Railway does not provide the equal space at the same station, 

15. If it is found that the licensee has displayed the advertisement in excess to the specified area / number that mentioned in document submitted with the tender document, he is liable to be charged for such advertisement / excess space 4 (four) times of the pro rata of the Contract Agreement as penalty for such displays. In addition, Railways may remove these on contractor’s cost. Railways’ decision in this regard will be final and binding and no claims will be entertained.

16. The successful tenderer will have no claim over the Railway Signages provided by him at his cost. These Signages would become the property of Railway. However, the maintenance will be done by the successful contractor including replacement by new one if instructed.

17. The Railway Administration reserves the rights to terminate the contract/agreement without any reason at any time by giving one months prior termination notice and the licensee shall not be entitled for any damage or compensation by reason of such termination other than proportionate reduction of display charges for the period of non display at the discretion of Railway Administration.

18. The licensee shall be liable to be fined up to a sum of Rs.5000/- at the sole discretion of Railway Administration for each misconduct on the part of the licensee or on the part of any of his agents, servants or workmen and / or for each failure on the part of licensee or on the part of any of his agents, servants or workmen, to observe or perform any of the terms and conditions of this tender document. In addition, Railways reserve the right to use its
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 own resources to attend the defect or to remove the cause of inconvenience to Railways at contractor’s cost. The decision of the Railway administration regarding cost and judgment of this will be final and binding on contractor and no claim will be entertained.

19. The licensee shall at all time indemnify the Railway Administration against all claims which may accrue under the Workmen’s Compensation Act 1923 or any statutory modification thereof or otherwise or in respect of any damage or compensation payable in consequence of any accident or injury sustained by any labourer / servant or person in his employment and engaged in the performance of his contract arising out of such accident, labourer / servant shall be responsible for the sufficiency of all means used by him for the fulfillment of the contract.

20. This contract is entered into the express understanding that if for any reason / cause the Railway Administration is unable to provide the space to exhibit either in full or in part of full terms of the contract, the Railway Administration will allow from the display charges of proportionate refund of the un-expired period of the contract and no other claims on account of such non-exhibition shall be made or to be maintainable by the licensee against the Railway Administration.

21. The licensee shall replace / repair all railway materials removed by him to its original place and obtain a certificate to this effect from Station Manager, on production of such certificate and on completion / termination of the contract, Divisional Railway Manager (Commercial) / Rangiya shall issue a letter for removal of the licensee’s materials. On receipt of this letter, the installation and advertisement materials etc. shall be removed from the railway premises by the licensee within a month at his own cost. If the licensee fails to remove it within the period specified above, the Railway Administration shall be at liberty to dispose of the said materials in any manner deemed fit.

22. The licensee agrees to indemnify the Railway Administration against any loss or damage to the property of the Railway Administration and or against any claims under any Act in force including Workmen’s Compensation Act,1923 made by the employee of the Railway Administration or any third party for death, disablement or injury to persons or loss or damage to the property etc. or due to any reason whatsoever arising out of or in any way connected with the installation of advertising materials, construction of structures for exhibition maintenance of dismantling of advertisements, any amount if so paid by the

         Railway Administration by way of compensation costs, charges or expenses in this   connection shall be considered reasonable and shall be reimbursed by the licensee to the Railway Administration immediately on demand.

23. The licensee shall be liable to compensate the Railway Administration for all damages and losses that may be caused to the property belonging to the Railway Administration whether in his possession or not, through his negligence, misconduct, default or any other act of commission or that of his agents, servants or employees.

24. The Railway Administration will not be responsible for any accident, damage caused to any passenger, labour or worker etc. due to the negligence on the part of the Contractor or his agent (s).

25. The Railway Administration has no objection if the licensee engages other companies /  concern / agency for the purpose of execution of fabrication, painting and selling advertisement space to users intending to promote the sale of commodity or service to advance idea or to being about some other effect desired by advertiser. At no time subletting of sole right for advertisement to other advertising agency would be permissible.

26. Free passes for Rail journey shall not be permissible.

27.  The licensee /agency will be required to apply direct to Municipality or to any other local body or Govt. Department concerned licence fee and taxes of any other body or Govt. Department   licence fees and municipality taxes etc. here leived or became leviable on any or all the advertisement and the Railway Administration will not be liable for payment of any sum or reimburse any payment made in this behalf of the agency. 

28. SECURITY DEPOSIT:-  

The successful tenderer will be required to deposit 10 % of the annual contract value as security deposit and execute the contract agreement within 30 days from the date of receipt of notice of acceptance of his tender on the. In the event of his failure to fulfill either of the conditions mentioned above his entire earnest money will be forfeited.

a) The Railway Administration will have the right to adjust the security deposit in part or in full against any arrears or rental or any due whatsoever arising out of this contract or any loss sustained by the Railway Administration on account of breach or any of the conditions of the agreement by the licensee or any damage caused to the Railway Administration on account of other omission for negligence on the part of the licensee or his servants.

29. PERIOD OF CONTRACT:-  

The period of the contract will be for a period of 5 (five) years only from the date of commencement of contract. The date of commencement of contract will be the date of signing of Agreement or within 30 days from the date of receipt of letter of Acceptance which ever is earlier. 

30. The Railway Administration shall not be responsible for any loss or damage caused to the licensee due to total discontinuance of the scheme under the agreement for any reason whatsoever.
31. PLACEMENT OF COMMERCIAL SIGNAGES

All hoardings/boards/glow-sign boards etc., wherever provided, should be of same size in height, length & breadth specified in the instruction to the tenderer. Glow signs for commercial publicity should be placed parallel to the passenger movement in the station building/shed.

32. ELECTRICAL CONSUMPTION:-
  Railway will provide electrical connection whenever desired by the  licensee/ contractor. 

33. The licensee shall furnish their requirement for electrical consumption, such as load requirement hours or burning etc. in advance for providing such connections and for calculating the consumption charges.

34. The licensee shall pay in advance the estimated consumption / service charges etc. to be estimated by the Railway Administration as applicable for the outsider. Meter wire charges are also payable by the licensee in advance when advised by the Divisional Railway Manager (Electrical) for a period of one year in advance.

35. The Railway Administration shall have the right to reduce, stagger or disconnect electricity supply due to power shortage or by other cause, whatsoever without prior notice to the licensee and without being liable for compensation or proportionate reduction or rent or other charges. The Railway Administration shall not be responsible for failure, interruption or breakdown of electricity supply or damage to equipments / objects due to electricity supply from whatsoever cause and refund of charges for display shall not be permitted on account of such failure of electricity. In case of failure, the licensee should make his own standby arrangements.
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36. If the tenderer dies after the submission of his tender or after the acceptance of his tender, The Railway shall deem such tender as cancelled.  If a partner of firm expires after the submission of their tender or after the acceptance of their tender the Railway shall deem such tender as cancelled unless the firm retains its character and proves the same by producing necessary certificate from the Registrar of firms.

37. Railways should not lay down any tariff for publicity of individual sites when the entire Division is given on contract. The agency should be free to decide the tariff to be charged from its clients. Charges in the tariff structure may be carried out by the party as and when desired. 

38. ARBITRATION & SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

         . Arbitration and settlement of disputes shall be governed vide renumbered clause 63,64 of  general conditions of contract, N. F. Railway, 1998 edition with upto date correction.

   39   Following clause shall be added to the existing clauses under settlement of disputes vide General conditions of contract N. F. Railway 1998 edition. 
i). In the event of any dispute or difference between the parties hereto as to the operation of this contract or the respective rights and liabilities of the parties on any matter in question dispute or difference on any account or as to the with-holding by the Railway of any certificate to which the contractor may claim to be entitled to or if the Railway fails to make decision within 120 days, then and in any such case, but except the “ excepted matter” referred to in clause 63 of General conditions  of contract, the contractor after 120 days but within 180 days of his presenting his final claim on disputed matter, shall demand in writing that the dispute or difference, be  referred to Arbitration. 


     ii).The demand for arbitration shall specify the matters, which are in question, dispute or difference as also the amount of claim itemwise. Only such dispute(s) or difference (s) in respect of which the demand has been made shall be referred to arbitration and other matters shall not be included in the reference.

   iii)
If the contractor(s) does/do not prefer his/their specific and final claims in writing, within a period of 90 days of receiving the intimation from the Govt. that the final bill is ready for payment, he/they will be deemed to have waived his/their claims and the Railway shall be discharged and released of all liabilities under the contract in respect of these claims.

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 40. JURISDICTION OF COURT
The courts of the place from where the acceptance of tender has been issued shall alone have jurisdiction to decide any  dispute arising out of or in respect of the contract.

      41. LAWS GOVERNING THE CONTRACT
This contract shall be governed by the laws of India for the time being in force. Irrespective of place of working, the place of performance or place of payment under the contract, the contract shall be deemed to have been made at the place from which the acceptance of the tender has been issued.

42.Corrupt practices:- 

The contractor shall not offer or give or agree to any person in the employment of the Railway staff and officers any gift or consideration of any kind as an inducement or reward for doing or forbearing to do or having done or forborne to do any act in relation to the obtaining or execution of the contract.

  43. The commercial Department may at any time, by notice in writing summarily terminate the    contract without compensation to the contractor in any of the following events, that is to say-

(a) If the contractor being an individual or if a firm, any partner thereof, shall at any time, be adjudged insolvent or shall have a receiving order or order for administration of his estate made against him or shall take any proceeding for composition under any Insolvency Act for the time being in force or make any conveyance or assignment of his effects or enter into any assignment or composition with his creditors or suspend payment or if the firm be dissolved under the Partnership Act or

(b) If the contractor being a company is wound up voluntarily or by the order of a court or  a Receiver, Liquidator or Manager, or 

(c) If the contractor commits any breach of the contract agreement not herein specifically 

  provided for.

Provided always that such determination shall not prejudice any right of action or remedy which shall have accrued or shall accrue thereafter to the Railways for any extra expenditure he is thereby put to and the contractor shall, under no circumstances, be entitled to any gain on re-purchase.
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44.   EXECUTION OF CONTRACT AGREEMENT
The Tenderers whose tender is accepted shall be required to appear in the Office of the Divisional Railway Manager (Commercial)Rangiya in person or if a firm or corporation, a duly authorized representative shall so appear, to execute the contract Agreement within thirty days after notice to do so. Failure to comply shall constitute a breach of the agreement effected by the acceptance of the Tender in which case the full value of the earnest money accompanying the Tender shall stand forfeited without prejudice to any other rights or remedies. In the event of any tenderer, whose tender is accepted refusing to execute the contract Agreement therein before provided, the Railway may determine that such tenderer has abandoned the contract and thereupon his tender and acceptance thereof shall be treated as cancelled and the Railway shall be entitled to forfeit full amount of the Earnest Money and to recover the liquidated damages for such default.

LICENCE  AGREEMENT FOR DISPLAY OF ADVERTISEMENT ON THE ALLOTED SPACES AT STATIONS OVER RANGIYA  DIVISION, N. F. RAILWAY 

AN AGREEMENT BY WAY OF LICENCE, made this____​___day of ____________2012 between the President of India, acting through the Divisional Commercial Manager/Rangiya of the Northeast Frontier Railway hereinafter called the Government (which expression shall unless repugnant to the context include his successors and assigns) of the one part and Sri/ M/s. ………………………………..  (hereinafter called the ‘Licensee’) of the other part for the temporary occupation of space for ADVERTISEMENTS RIGHTS   ( HOARDING /GLOWSIGN  ) AT STATIONS ( Details are at Annexure-A)  or there about for the purpose of advertisement for the period from ……… to …………….  under the following terms and conditions, subject to such rules, regulations and bye-laws as are now in force or as may from time to time be made by or on behalf of the government or by or on behalf of any local authority.

1. The licensee shall pay by the Licence fee licensee on half yearly basis to the Raiilways. 1st.part of 1st year licence fee will be deposited by the licensee before execution of licence agreement along with the security money @ 10 % of annual licence fee. Subsequent half yearly licence fee will be deposited one calendar month in advance.  Licence fee for Second. Third, Fourth and Fifth year will be increased by 10 % 15 % 20 % and 25 % respectively on and over of the previous year’s licence fee.  For any delay 2 % interest per month will be charged up to 03        ( three ) months and thereafter the contract will be terminated and entire security money will also be forfeited.  

1.(b)  In the event of failure on the part of licensee in payment of display charges or any other dues to the Railway Administration, the Railway administration  will have the right to terminate the contract and to discontinue the display forthwith and confiscate the advertisements and other materials of the licensee(s) without prejudice to any other right available.  

2. SECURITY DEPOSIT:-  

 2. (a) The licensee(s) shall deposit 10 % of the annual contract value as security money before execution   of the licence agreement for due fulfillment of the contract. In the event of his failure to fulfill either of the conditions mentioned in this agreement his entire security money will be forfeited.

 2. (b) The Railway Administration will have the right to adjust the security money  in part or in full against any arrears or rental or any due whatsoever arising out of this contract or any loss sustained by the Railway Administration on account of breach or any of the conditions of the agreement by the licensee or any damage caused to the Railway Administration on account of other omission for negligence on the part of the licensee or his servants.
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3. Details of the area/space for advertisement right are as under- ( As per sketch map attached as ANNEXURE - A.  

3.(a) Railway Administration reserves the right to modify /alter the location , area/size mentioned in Para- 3, if necessary by giving 30 days notice. 

3.(b)  No request will be entertained on the subject of alteration/modification in the   size of the  area earmarked for the purpose of advertisement during the currency  period.

3.(c) The Railway Administration reserves the right to utilise the space earmarked for advertisement in part or in full, as per its need anytime during the contractual period. However, the licensee will be given 30 days notice in advance to vacate the space, in part or in full, as the case may be.

3.(d) The licensee would have Advertisement Rights confined only to the area earmarked and licenced out to him for publicity under the contract. He will have no locus standi to display brand name / logo of sponsoring companies for renovation of stalls and /or publicity for sponsoring on other passenger amenities at the stations. 

3.(e) The selected advertiser may, however, be permitted to display advertisement at sites other than the specified ones. For these additional sites the charges may be calculated on unit area basis at the price decided on the basis the tender (bid offer divided by total area mentioned in the tender) However, railway reserves the right to disallow publicity which, in the opinion of Railway, have a bearing on safety, aesthetics security, synchronicity with existing/blocked sites and anything which violates the laid down Railway procedures/norms.  

4.  Railways reserve the right to replace / reduce the advertising space or number and the reduction in these space / number would be final and binding and no claims will be entertained. The licensee shall not be entitled for any damage or compensation by reason of such reduction / replacement other than proportionate reduction of display charges (licence fee) for the period of non-display at the discretion of Railway Administration, if Railway does not provide the equal space at the same station.

5. If it is found that the licensee has displayed the advertisement in excess to the specified area / number that mentioned in Para No.-3, he/she/they is/are liable to be charged for such advertisement / excess space, 4 (four) times of the pro rata of the licence Agreement as penalty for such displays. In addition, Railways may remove these on contractor’s cost. Railways’ decision in this regard will be final and binding and no claims will be entertained.

6. The Railway Administration reserves the rights to terminate the contract/agreement without any reason at any time by giving one months prior termination notice and the licensee shall not be entitled for any damage or compensation by reason of such termination other than proportionate reduction of display charges for the period of non display at the discretion of Railway Administration.
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7. The licensee shall pay direct to Municipality or Govt. Department concerned taxes/license fees or any other taxes where levied or liviable and Railway Administration shall not be liable for payment or reimburse any payment on his behalf. 

8. The licensee can terminate his contract at any time after expiry of the period of 12 months from its coming into force by giving the Railway Administration 3 (three) months prior notice in writing of its intention to terminate the contract.

8.(a) In case of licensee giving the notice of terminating his contract prior to expiry of 12 months from its commencement, then in such cases the security money will be forfeited.
9. The licensee shall be liable to be fined up to a sum of Rs.5000/- at the sole discretion of Railway Administration for each misconduct on the part of the licensee or on the part of any of his agents, servants or workmen and / or for each failure on the part of licensee or on the part of any of his agents, servants or workmen, to observe or perform any of the terms and conditions of this Agreement. In addition, Railways reserve the right to use its own resources to attend the defect or to remove the cause of inconvenience to Railways at contractor’s cost. The decision of the Railway administration regarding cost and judgment of this will be final and binding on licensee and no claim will be entertained.

10. The licensee shall at all time indemnify the Railway Administration against all claims which may accrue under the Workmen’s Compensation Act 1923 or any statutory modification thereof or otherwise or in respect of any damage or compensation payable in consequence of any accident or injury sustained by any labourer / servant(s) or person(s) in his employment and engaged in the performance of his contract arising out of such accident, labourer / servant(s) shall be responsible for the sufficiency of all means used by him for the fulfillment of the contract.

11.   This contract is entered into the express understanding that if for any reason / cause the Railway Administration is unable to provide the space to exhibit either in full or in part of full terms of the contract, the Railway Administration will allow from the display charges of proportionate refund of the un-expired period of the contract and no other claims on account of such non-exhibition shall be made or to be maintainable by the licensee against the Railway Administration.

12. The licensee shall replace / repair all railway materials removed by him to its original place and obtain a certificate to this effect from Station Superintendent / Bongaigaon, on production of such certificate and on completion / termination of the contract, Divisional Railway Manager (Commercial) / Rangiya shall issue a letter for removal of the licensee’s materials. On receipt of this letter, the licensee shall remove the installation and advertisement materials etc. from the railway premises within a month at his own cost. If the licensee fails to remove it within the period specified above, the Railway Administration shall be at liberty to dispose of the said materials in any manner deemed fit.
13. The licensee agrees to indemnify the Railway Administration against any loss or damage to the property of the Railway Administration and or against any claims under any Act in force including Workmen’s Compensation Act,1923 made by the employee of the Railway Administration or any third party for death, disablement or injury to persons or loss or damage to the property etc. or due to any reason whatsoever arising out of or in any way connected with the installation of advertising materials, construction of structures for exhibition maintenance of dismantling of advertisements, any amount if so paid by the Railway
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           Administration by way of compensation costs, charges or expenses in this Connection  shall be considered reasonable and shall be reimbursed by the licensee to the  Railway Administration immediately on demand.

14. The licensee shall be liable to compensate the Railway Administration for all damages and losses that may be caused to the property belonging to the Railway Administration whether in his possession or not, through his negligence, misconduct, default or any other act of commission or that of his agents, servants or employees.

15. The Railway Administration will not be responsible for any accident, damage caused to any passenger, labour or worker etc. due to the negligence on the part of the Contractor or his agent (s).

16. The Railway Administration has no objection if the licensee engages other companies / concern / agency for the purpose of execution of fabrication, painting and selling advertisement space to users intending to promote the sale of commodity or service to advance idea or to being about some other effect desired by advertiser. At no time subletting of advertisement right to other advertising agency would be permissible.

17. Free passes for Rail journey shall not be permissible.

18. The date of expiry of advertisement will be clearly indicated in the area provided for advertiser’s message on each media/ picture.                      

19.  The party must ensure that all Advertisement message brought by them to display are duly certified by the competent Licensing Govt. Authority, if any. They will also obtain licence(s) required for the purpose and shall observe terms and conditions of such licence(s). They will be responsible for all consequences arising on account of rules / laws in connection with screening of audio message.

20. The licensee will have no claim over the Railway Signages provided by him at his cost. These Signages would become the property of Railway. However, the maintenance will be done by the licensee including replacement by new one if instructed.

21. The licensee will not be permitted to display of any commercial publicity on the Railway Signages provided. 

22. Glow sign for commercial publicity at platform should be placed parallel to the passenger movement 

23. APPROVAL OF THE DISPLAY:-
23.(a) The licensee shall submit / show the plan/test/design/text of all the advertisements to be displayed to the Railway administration i.e. Divisional Commercial Manager/Rangiya  and  shall have to obtain approval from Divisional Commercial Manager/Rangiya  for all such displays prior to the display.

23.(b) Liquor, cigarettes, tobacco, gutkha and any other advertisement, which are considered objectionable in the eyes of the law or otherwise, shall not be displayed. Advertisements prohibited under various Acts and Laws of the Govt. shall not be displayed. There shall not be any sort of obscenity in the design and matter of the advertisement materials. The licensee shall be fully liable for any contravention in this regard and shall also be liable under the law of the land.
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23.(c) The Divisional Commercial Manager / Rangiya shall have full discretion whether to approve/ disapprove the plan/ design/text/display material or suggest modification and his decision in the matter shall be final and binding on the advertising agency. Subsequent change in advertisement message shall require approval of Divisional Commercial Manager /Rangiya at his discretion.

24. ELECTRICAL CONSUMPTION:-
24.( a) The licensee shall furnish their requirement for electrical consumption, such as load       requirement hours or burning etc. in advance for providing such connections and for calculating the consumption charges.

24.(b) The licensee shall pay in advance the estimated consumption / service charges etc. to be estimated by the Railway Administration as applicable for the outsider. Meter wire charges are also payable by the licensee in advance when advised by the Divisional Railway Manager (Electrical) for a period of one year in advance. Balance differences if any shall either be paid by the licensee (within seven days on demand) or adjusted by the Administration – as the case may be.

24.(c) The Railway Administration shall have the right to reduce, stagger or disconnect electricity supply due to power shortage or by other cause, whatsoever without prior notice to the licensee and without being liable for compensation or proportionate reduction or rent or other charges. The Railway Administration shall not be responsible for failure, interruption or breakdown of electricity supply or damage to equipments / objects due to electricity supply from whatsoever cause and refund of charges for display shall not be permitted on account of such failure of electricity. In case of failure, the licensee should make his own standby arrangements.

25.  The Railway Administration shall not be responsible for any loss or damage caused to the licensee due to total discontinuance of the scheme under the agreement for any reason whatsoever.
26.  In the event of any question, dispute, difference arising out of this Agreement or in connection with Agreement (Except as to any matter the decision of which is specially provided for by this Agreement) the said shall be referred to the Sole ARBITRATION as per clause 63 and 64 of the GCC 1998 and the provision of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and the rules  (including its modification issued from time to time) there under and any statutory modifications made thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the Arbitration proceeding under the clause. 

27. Jurisdiction of the court:- 

      The court of the place where the Agreement has been entered into shall alone have jurisdiction to adjudicate upon any matter arising out of this contract.
